Holiday Lights 2006 Work Schedule

Below is the schedule of workdays along with the tasks to be accomplished and number of people required to fulfill the work.

Saturday September 9th 
8:30 until 12:30 (Move the large displays to parking lot, begin rebulbing displays)

Saturday September 16th
8:30 until 12:30 (Rebulb silhouette displays, move stakes and poles 


to parking lot, erect the tunnel of lights)


Require 24 Rotarians minimum

Saturday September 30th
8:30 until 1:00 (Major work day, four team leaders, move displays to designated location on site and setup)


Require 30 Rotarians minimum
Saturday October 7th 
8:30 until 1:00 (Finalize the erection of all major displays)


Require 30 Rotarians minimum

Saturday, October 28th  
8:30 until 1:00 (Rebulbing, landscape lighting) 



Require 30 Rotarians minimum

Sunday, November 5th 
1:00 until 4:30 (Landscape Lighting)


Require 30 Rotarians minimum

Sunday, November 12th
1:00 until 4:30 (Landscape lighting)

Require 30 Rotarians minimum

Saturday, November 18th
1:00 until 4:30 (place banners and spot lights, check bulbs, etc.)

Require 24 Rotarians minimum
