The Rotary Club of Greenville, S.C., and Rotary Charities, Inc., the club’s 501(c)3 nonprofit organization, are committed to the responsible allocation of unrestricted funds. The Rotary Club and Rotary Charities seek ways to make meaningful, sustained differences in the quality of life of the citizens of Greenville County and beyond. Our goal is to seek out community-based projects where a modest grant can make a significant impact.

The Rotary Club of Greenville and Rotary Charities created Greenville Rotary Grants to be made from available Rotary Charities funds. Greenville Rotary Grants are intended to serve our local and regional community with financial support to tax-exempt charitable organizations providing humanitarian, education, health and human services in our community. The grants are administered through Rotary Charities.

All 501(c)3 non-profit groups can apply for Greenville Rotary Grants. Grant requests of $1,000 to $5,000 are reviewed annually.

We encourage proposals that:

· State project objectives in measurable terms.

·  Propose practical solutions to humanitarian, education, health and human service community needs or problems.

· Demonstrate collaborations with other non-profit organizations.

· Use modest funds to make a significant impact.

· Strengthen an agency’s effectiveness and stability.

· Generate community support, both professional and volunteer.

Proposal Process:

The competitive proposal process considers each submitted grant application. The Greenville Rotary Grants Committee reviews each application to ensure that all have met submission criteria. Each member of the Grants Committee reviews each grant application, and in some cases the Committee may ask for more information, may arrange a site visit or may ask the grant applicant to make a brief presentation to the Committee or a group of Committee members.  The Grants Committee will consider all the applications and will make a recommendation on whether to approve the grant and how much money to award the agency. The Grants Committee then makes recommendations to the Board of Directors of Rotary Charities, and the recommendations will include both the agencies to be funded and the amount of funds to be awarded. The Rotary Charities Board has the final authority on the funding of grant requests.  The cutoff date for grant applications is March 1.
